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Peace Be with You

Verse: Again Jesus said, "Peace be with you! As the Father has sent me, I am sending you." John 20:21

Text: John 20:19 - 20:23

Peace means quiet in all fronts? Where can we find peace?

After Jesus was openly crucified, the disciples ran away and soon found themselves gathered in a room, locked and shut it. They were in great fear for their lives, soon they believed it would be their turns. In a moment of an absence of peace, Jesus appeared to them and said to them, “peace be with you.”

When do you feel you are out of control and gripped by fear? In times of spiritual battles

How do we face times like these? Are you in one right now? Here’s Jesus’ answer to your fear.

Jesus is right here with us: He faces this difficult situation with us and he wants to give us peace: On the evening of that first day of the week, when the disciples were together, with the doors locked for fear of the Jews, Jesus came and stood among them and said, "Peace be with you!" V. 19
Isaiah 53:5 But he was pierced for our transgressions, he was crushed for our iniquities; the punishment that brought us peace was upon him, and by his wounds we are healed.

Look at the nail-pierced hands and the side of Jesus: After he said this, he showed them his hands and side. The disciples were overjoyed when they saw the Lord.v.20
The secret of turning from fear to joy is to: look at the nail-pierced hands and the side of Jesus

Turning the tide: accepting Jesus’ dispatch: not only that he comforts us in our fear, he also sends us out with his power and authority.

The secrets of our victory over fear are:

Accepting Jesus’ sending: As the Father has sent me, I am sending you.

Receiving the Holy Spirit: When the Spirit comes upon you, you will receive power… acts 1:8

Trials are the tests of the reality about our faith in God

As we face a time without peace, are we focused on our problems or let Jesus come in out problem?

Has Jesus’ peace filled your heart?

Have you looked at the nail-pierced hands of Jesus?

Do you know that you have the power and authority of Christ to overcome your situation?
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
