Cell Group Material – Receiving the Holy Spirit
Welcome: Icebreaker game 15 mins 

Prepare an icebreaker game to help get the attention of the group for the next hour’s sharing and fellowship. 

Worship: Worship and Praise (20 mins)

Worship leader lead the group in worship with songs prepared beforehand to bring down the presence of God. Cell group leader should lead the group in words of encouragement, comfort and edification. Every time after someone shares, the leader should respond to the sharing, and praise God for his promises. Pray in unisons for the needy.
Work: 20 mins

Divide into three groups to pray for 1) our group’s adopted missions work, 2) church’s major ministry needs, 3) for individual especially the new visitor and sick people’s needs. The cell leader should conclude the prayer and ministry time with a prayer.

Word: Sharing insights for application from studying the word of God (35mins)

Cell leaders should hand out the discussion material printed beforehand and distribute them to the group members. Then ask the group members to read the content once before the discussion.

“Receiving the Holy Spirit” John 14:12-27

Memory Verse: John14:21

"He who has My commandments and keeps them is the one who loves Me; and he who loves Me will be loved by My Father, and I will love him and will disclose Myself to him."
This passage is Jesus’ last charge to the disciples before his crucifixion. Facing such grave challenge, Jesus knew what is to come would be hard for the disciples to face. Jesus knew well that the disciples’ hearts were greatly troubled (14:1), their knowledge of the Kingdom of God was still elementary (14:5)  their knowledge of the Lord was still very vague.(14:9)

their faith towards the Lord was still weak (14:11)

The disciples spent three and a half years with the Lord, taught by the Lord, witnessed and participated in many miracles, yet their still were troubled and weak. But the Lord did not blame them for these. He in turn strengthened their faith by giving the promise of the Holy Spirit, through whom, they would be able to do greater things. Please read today’s passage.

1. Believe in the Lord’s promises (John 14；12-21) that


-you will be able to do greater things (14:12)


-when you pray the Lord will answer (14:13-14)


-the Holy Spirit will be with you always (14:16)


-you will never be alone (14:18)


-you can face tomorrow because the Lord lives (14:19)


-you and the Lord are one (14:20)


-you are loved if you obey and follow the commands of the Lord (14:21)

2. Do greater things through the Holy Spirit: dig from the word of God    and find the answers.

-what are the greater things?

-who can do greater things? 

-why you are able to do greater things? Because the Holy Spirit enables you to


a. know the truth (14:17, 26)


b. be comforted in times of need


c. to experience the presence of God and his great power 
       (14:17-19)

2. Which part of this scripture passage means the most to you? Why?

3. Share about what you know about the works of the Holy Spirit. What do these related to you?
