1. Miracles of Life

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Cell Group Material – A Fruit Bearing Life

Welcome: Icebreaker game 15 mins 

Prepare an icebreaker game to help get the attention of the group for the next hour’s sharing and fellowship. 

Worship: Worship and Praise (20 mins)

Worship leader lead the group in worship with songs prepared beforehand to bring down the presence of God. Cell group leader should lead the group in words of encouragement, comfort and edification. Every time after someone shares, the leader should respond to the sharing, and praise God for his promises. Pray in unisons for the needy.

Work: 20 mins

Divide into three groups to pray for 1) our group’s adopted missions work, 2) church’s major ministry needs, 3) for individual especially the new visitor and sick people’s needs. The cell leader should conclude the prayer and ministry time with a prayer.

Word: Sharing insights for application from studying the word of God (35mins)

Cell leaders should hand out the discussion material printed beforehand and distribute them to the group members. Then ask the group members to read the content once before the discussion.

“ A Fruit Bearing Life” (John 15:1-17)

Verse of the week: 10If you obey my commands, you will remain in my love, just as I have obeyed my Father's commands and remain in his love.

What is your relationship with Jesus? There are actually many kinds of relationship that describe our relationships with the Lord, such as teacher and students, friends, bride and groom, shepherd an sheep etc. In today’s passage we are told of another relationship, which has to do with life connectedness. Our lives are connected to the Lord’s as braches connected to the grape vine. (John 15:1-17) Please read.

1. our lives are connected with the Lord (John 15:1-2)


-that means Jesus is our life source (John 15:1)


-that means we need to be pruned in order to bear fruit (John 15:2)

2. The secret of to bearing much fruit is in “abiding in the Lord.” (John 15:3-11)


-For apart from him, we can do nothing (John 15:3-6)


-We must desire the word of God (John 15:7a)


-We must pray constantly (John 15:7b)


-We must be “doers” of the word of God (John 15:10)

3. If we abide in the Lord, he will fill our heart with true joy, so that:


-we may bear much fruit (john 15:5)

2) fruit of the lips (praises from the mouth) (Heb. 13:15)



3) fruit of the gospel (leading people to Christ) (1 Cor. 16:15)



4) fruit of peace (reconciliation with people) James 3:18

-the Lord chose us because he values us


-the Lord chose to send us because he believes in us


-the Lord sends us to move in the power of his Spirit

2. Have you been attracted by the fruit of a tree? What kinds of spiritual fruit do you wish to have in your life? (Gal. 5:22-23)

3. Please share about the ways to help us stay connected in the Lord. Give us your useful methods and practices.

4. Did you ever experienced the Lord’s “pruning” in your life? Can you share the experience? What does that mean to you?

5. What are the ways for us to bear all kinds of fruits mentioned in the Bible? How can we pray with you about this?
