Cornelius: A Roman Centurion , a God-fearer, a righteous man respected in all Judah
Simon Peter: a fisherman from Galilee, a disciple of Jesus, a church leader, and the first to be used by God to move the church out to the Gentile world.
Cornelius’ friends and family:
