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Breakthrough in Ministry-Growth of EQ
Therefore go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit. (Matthew 28:19)
Then he said to his disciples, “The harvest is plentiful but the workers are few. (Matthew 9:37)
Ministry requires not only talent but also EQ, so that our strength to serve may be renewed.


1. Have confidence and expectation for breakthrough
Forget the former things; do not dwell on the past. See, I am doing a new thing! Now it springs up; do you not perceive it? I am making a way in the wilderness and streams in the wasteland. (Isaiah 43:18-19)

2. Have faith in God’s work—commitment and gratitude

And we know that in all things God works for the good of those who love him, who[a]have been called according to his purpose. (Romans 8:28)

3. Breakthrough with action—Faith must be accompanied by action

Suppose a brother or a sister is without clothes and daily food. 16 If one of you says to them, “Go in peace; keep warm and well fed,” but does nothing about their physical needs, what good is it? 17 In the same way, faith by itself, if it is not accompanied by action, is dead. (James 2:15-17)
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
