          　Cell Group Material – ”My Peace I give unto You”
Welcome: Icebreaker game (15 mins) 

Prepare an icebreaker game to help get the attention of the group for the next hour’s sharing and fellowship. 

Worship: Worship and Praise (20 mins)

Worship leader lead the group in worship with songs prepared beforehand to bring down the presence of God. Cell group leader should lead the group in words of encouragement, comfort and edification. Every time after someone shares, the leader should respond to the sharing, and praise God for his promises. Pray in unisons for the needy.

Work: (20 mins)

Divide into three groups to pray for 1) our group’s adopted missions work, 2) church’s major ministry needs, 3) for individual especially the new visitor and sick people’s needs. The cell leader should conclude the prayer and ministry time with a prayer.

Word: Sharing insights for application from studying the word of God (35mins)

Cell leaders should hand out the discussion material printed beforehand and distribute them to the group members. Then ask the group members to read the content once before the discussion.
”My Peace I give unto You” (John 20:19-29)
Memory verse:  Again Jesus said, "Peace be with you! As the Father has sent me, I am sending you." And with that he breathed on them and said, "Receive the Holy Spirit. John 20:20 – 22 (try to memorize this verse together)
These are the words spoken to the disciples by Jesus after his resurrection. It was a time of confusion, frustration, and fear for disciples. Their master was taken, humiliated and crucified and buried in a grave. What hope did they still have. However, the few devoted disciples such as the women, like Mary of Madeline, who went to visit the tomb found it empty. Then the Lord appeared to them…

Please read today’s scripture together (John 20:19-29)

The state of the disciples at that time:

1. gripped by fear (John20:19) even though the news of the Lord’s resurrection had reached some of the disciples, they were still fearful. They saw how their master was brutally murdered, they feared that they were going to be next. That’s way they locked themselves in a room together. Does this resemble your situation today. Yes, you are a believer of Jesus, but your circumstance has caused you to live in easiness and even fear? You wonder what will happen next.
2. Filled with doubt and unbelief: Just like the disciple Thomas lived with the motto that “seeing is believing.” He demanded to feel and touch the wounds on the side of Jesus before he would believe. Jesus said to them, they who believe without seeing are the one truly blessed. What about you? 
The presence of the Lord brings about true renewal and

breakthrough:
1. The Lord wants to give you peace and joy (John 20:19-21) The Lord has overcome even death with his authority and power. So when he said he will give us peace, that means he will be with us forever. We can unload our cares and burdens to him. The is willing to shoulder our burdens (Ps. 68:19)
2. The Lord wants to send you (john 20:21) True peace and joy are not for us to enjoy alone. We need to share them. The Lord has sent us to the lost who still live in fear and sadness. They need to hear about Jesus.
3. The Lord has given us his Spirit (Joohn 20:20) No only Jesus gave us his commands, he also gave us the promised Spirit of God, who empowers us to be the witnesses of his resurrection. By the Spirit, we can overcome all obstacles.
4. The Lord gives us the authority to pray and to forgive (John 20:23) Such authority has been given to us. Let us use it to set the captives free.
Do not doubt only believe:

1. we need to believe that the Bible is the true word of God (John 20:9) Jesus told the disciple many times about his death and resurrection, but the disciples were to slow to understand. The main reason was that they did not know the word of God. Today many promises and truth are given to us, but because we don’t read or believe the word of God, we are missing out on them. Let’s make a decision to read and hold on to the truth of the Bible.  The Holy Spirit will lead us into all truth (John 16:13)
2. Do not doubt the word of God (John 20:26-28). 
3. Blessed are those who believe without seeing (John 20:29) Even though none of us actually saw the resurrection of Jesus, but through the Bible and witnesses through our history, we believed. Through this faith, we also experience the liberating power of God’s truth and his Spirit. Though we never saw him, we love him and are filled with joy beyond description. (1 Peter 1:8)

Sharing Questions

1. What were the disciples reaction when they first heard about Jesus’ resurrection. Why, How would you have reacted if you were one of them?

2. What is the connection between the resurrection of Jesus and his peace promised to us? How do we apply this connection to our situation now?

3. Have you experienced the peace an joy of the Lord is an unsettling situation? Can you share your experience?

4. Who among us now are in a fearful and troubled state of being. Let’s pray for them right now and ask the Lord to grant them his peace and joy.
