The Dreamer: Joseph

Verse of the Week: By faith Joseph, when his end was near, spoke about the exodus of the Israelites from Egypt and gave instructions about his bones. Hebrews 11:22
Text: Genesis 50:19-25

Message Outline: A dream makes a person great, or the bursting of one’s dream makes one grow?

The three stages of Joseph’s life:

1. Receiving a vision: Joseph was spoiled by his father and favored by God with a great vision for his life

His lesson for this stage: Rejected and sold out by his brothers because of his pride

2. The shattering of a dream: A rising star suddenly fell into a bottomless pit

    Two challenges   -the temptation of the wife of his master, Potiphar
                                  -the interpretation of dreams for the two servants of the Pharaoh

His lesson for this stage: To accept tests and unfair treatments, learning to give God the glory
3. The realization of the vision: a life promoted by God and used by his for His redemptive plan

This lesson for this stage: Forgiving all wrongs, faithfully fulfilling the Lord’s purpose through him

No discipline seems pleasant at the time, but painful. Later on, however, it produces a harvest of righteousness and peace for those who have been trained by it. (Hebrew 12:11)
Two life curves we see from Joseph’s life: from the same life experience, we see two different life curves, one from the perspective of men, another from the perspective of God. When the dream seemed out of reach from men’s angle, God’s purpose was about to get realized.

God’s visions can only be fulfilled through people who have gone through his tests and discipline

Jesus’ example: the more he humbled himself, the higher God promoted him (Phil. 2:5-11)

The world’s view of a successful person is one who wins all his/her competitors, but in God’s eyes, a true achiever of dream, is one who has emerged through failures, tests and humiliation without compromising his commitment to God.

The fear of the LORD teaches a man wisdom, and humility comes before honor. (Proverbs15:33)
What kind of a life path are you on right now? Smooth or rocky? Don’t give up, no matter how tough it seems or hopeless it feels, look to God for his will to be fulfilled in you.
