II. How do you build a harmonious relationship? 
1. To Listen? - be quick to listen 

(1) You must endure
(2) Have a focused attitude, intentional yet gentle sights 
(3) Be pursuing the true intention
2. To speak? Slow to Speak

Ephesians 4:29  Let no unwholesome word proceed from your mouth, but only such a word as is good for edification according to the need of the moment, so that it will give grace to those who hear.

(1) Inappropriate words are words out of flesh
(2) Inappropriate words are words of boasting 
(3) Inappropriate words are words of fault picking 

3. Anger - Slow to anger 

Proverbs 14：29 He who is slow to anger has great understanding, But he who is quick-tempered exalts folly.
(1) Admit when you are angry 
(2) Reflect on what cause you to be angry 

(3) You need to manage your anger
